	Speaking Audibly and Fluently

	• To present information or personal feelings coherently, selecting memorable details and including specific vocabulary
	•  To adapt the structure of talk in ways which support meaning and show attention to the listener e.g. clearly summarising, reporting back findings in a logical order or supporting ideas by using well-chosen and relevant details

	• Read aloud what they have written with appropriate intonation to make the meaning clear
